(A Message from Matt)

“And whatever you do, do it heartily, as to the Lord and not to men.”
- Colossians 3:17

At some point in every life-and at some point in every daywe are all faced
with jobs and tasks that are less than enthralling. I've spent summers digging ditche
(my boss once left me on a site where | dug a oty trench... in the rain...
alone... on my birthday). Your current work may feel like that. Or maybe it's a cer-
tain aspect of your work you're getting to work with people, but you never real-
ized how much paperwork it entailed!

The problem is that we are denying two fundamental truths when we think this
way. First, we are denying that God is sovereighatHe has put us in this position
or set this chore before us at this time. Second, we are denying the biblical truth th
all legitimate work is meaningful (Proverbs 14:28Jemay think of the paperwork,
the laundry, the boring class, as less meaningful than other things; but inGeality
is our audienceas we do these things, and so we can devote ourselves to doing the
to the best of our abilitfor Him. These truths bathe even the most mundane tasks
with dignity, and call us to carry them out to the best of our ability. And as we do
what'’s right in front of us with that attitude, it not only changes the present, but of-
ten has ripple effects beyond what we could have foreseen.

There was a typist in Scotland in the middle of th® @ntury who carried out
her daily work with a devotion unrivaled by her colleagues. In fact, she gave suc
diligent attention to her work that her boss was, on a daily basis, surprised. One d
he asked her, point blank, “Why do you not take longer breaks and spend more tin
chatting like everyone else?” She said, “Because | am a Christian, and | type ft
Jesus Christ.” He was so moved to see the reality of a living faith that he asked h
more guestions, and became a believer himself.

A few years later, this converted businessman was giving his testimony at a
evening service at church, where a young, spiritually lost Scotsman was in attel
dance. He talked about the typist, he talked about coming to know Jesus Christ, a
after hearing his testimony, the young man in the pews also surrendered his life -
Christ. That young man was Sinclair Ferguson, now the powerful preacher at Fir:
Presbyterian Church, ARP, in Columbia, SC.

As you carry out the mundane tasks at home for the glory of God, your childre!
will see the reality of your faith. As you do your tiresome paperwork as if you were
then going to hand it to the Lord, your supervisor will see the reality of your faith.
